At the start of the trial, you will need to 
do brain imaging if you have not done 
so in the past year.
You will also be asked to answer 
questions or make drawings to 
measure how well you think, reason, 
remember, and make judgments. Your 
trial partner/caregiver will also answer 
questions and surveys.

If you decide to take part: 
• You will get the trial drug, tests, 

and exams at no cost.
• Your Alzheimer’s disease 

dementia symptoms and overall 
health will be checked and tracked 
by a trial doctor. 

• You may help researchers learn 
more about Alzheimer’s disease 
dementia and the investigational 
drug.
